You may have thought about writing down
your life story at some point, but somehow
never got around to it. You may have
decided that you're not a very good writer, or
perhaps you think your life story really
wouldn’t interest anybody.

If that's the case, stop and think for a
moment. Would you like to have the life
stories of your parents, grandparents,
great-grandparents, etc.-all written by
them in their own hands ? I'm pretty sure
you would-- so what about the people who
will be chasing down the facts of your life 50,
75, 100 years from now? Do you want the
record of your accomplishments to read
simply BORN-MARRIED-DIED?

So what can you do? Write your own
story using baby steps . That is, set aside
one hour every month from now on to write
about a year (or couple of years) of your life
in a journal. A hand-written journal would be
most meaningful for your descendants, but
something written on and printed off from
your computer and signed by you would be
a lot better than no record at all. A journal
illustrated with photos of the persons /
places you are discussing would be even
better.

Ways to Proceed:

1.  Start with your first memories, and
work your way forward year by year.

OR

Start with this year, and work your way
back year by year.

2. Use your first hour session to leaf
through scrapbooks, and quickly jot
down memories that pop into your
head. Then flesh out those quick
impressions in future hourly sessions.
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3.  Plan on doing your hour-long writing
session on the same day of the month
every month (1%, 15", 30"- whichever
number that seems lucky / user friendly
to you). This should help to make your
monthly session a habit.

More
genealogists need to realize that such
letters home from Civil War and Spanish-
American War soldiers can be valuable
sources of information. Even if your
ancestor didn't write such letters, it's quite
possible that a relative or friend of his (or
man who served in the same company) did.
Such letters can tell you a lot about action
seen, hardships endured, and the day-to-
day doings of a regiment while in camp and
on the march.

Remains of a Union soldier have been found
in a shallow grave on the Franklin (TN)
battlefield. A bullet found in the grave leads
researchers to conclude that the cause of
death was likely a gunshot wound, but the
excavation process damaged the remains
enough that they were unable to fix cause of
death conclusively. A funeral and reburial
on October 10" is planned in Franklin; the
remains will lie in state from October 8-10;
re-enactors (Union and Confederate) are
welcome to participate on the 10" in the
march of a horse-drawn caisson from the
church to the cemetery:

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PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO MoSGA BYLAWS IS APPROVED

Article XlII of the Bylaws of the Missouri State Genealogical Association permits the
Bylaws to be amended by a two-thirds vote by ballot upon approval by the Board of
Directors of MOSGA and upon being submitted in writing to the membership in writing at
least thirty days prior to the annual meeting. By vote of the Board of Directors on
February 7, 2009, the following amendment to the Bylaws was proposed. The language
underlined is added to the Bylaws now that it has been approved by the membership.
The purpose of the amendment is to permit a family membership category. The Board
has set the cost of a family membership ($30), which became effective at the close of
the 2009 annual meeting. The complete Bylaws may be found at www.mosga.org/by-
laws.htm.

Article 11l of the Bylaws of the Missouri State Genealogical Association is hereby
amended to read as follows (changes to bylaw are underlined):

Article 111
Membership

Section 1. Any individual or institution interested in supporting the mission of the
Association may become a member by paying the dues established by the Board of
Directors.

Section 2. Memberships shall be classified as follows:

() Individual. Any person who pays dues established by the Board of Directors.

(b) Family. Any two family members living at the same address who pay dues
established by the Board of Directors;

(c) Institution. Any organization that pays dues equal to that of an Individual member.
The institution may designhate one person to be a voting member of the Association and
a delegate to the annual meeting.

(d) Contributing. Any person who pays an annual amount equal to two times the
annual Individual member dues.

(e) Patron. Any person who pays an annual amount equal to five times the annual
Individual member dues.

(H Life. Any individual who pays a one-time amount equal to twenty times the annual
Individual member dues.

Section 3. The Board of Directors shall set all dues. Memberships shall be based on the
calendar year.

Section 4. All classifications of membership shall include a subscription to the official
publication(s) of the Association.

Section 5. All Individual, Family, Contributing, Patron, Life members, and designated
Institutional delegates shall be voting members of the Association.

Section 6. Any member whose dues are in arrears for two months shall no longer
receive the benefits of membership.

Section 7. Membership lists shall be treated as confidential. Use of membership lists for
any purpose other than for projects of the Association must have the approval of the
Board of Directors.
